In Detroit 
we have unsurpassed personnel, natural advantages and funds for the successful conduct 
of this splendid event. 

The City of Detroit, located on a great chain of waterways near the center 
of the North American continent, symbolizes the international scope of the Olympic 
Games themselves. Our city is directly connected with the sea lanes of the world. 
Ships of every flag can be seen in the Port of Detroit, which is one of the largest 
importing and exporting points in the united States. Detroit is a key city to an 
industrial area contributing more than one billion dollars a year to the national 
income from international trade. Detroit is a city of over one and a half million 
people, more than 4-00,000 of whom depend on international trade for their livelihood. 

Ours is a city of prominence in the commercial affairs of the world. That 
we may achieve additional international recognition by being designated host city 
to the 1944- Olympiad, is our most cherished desire.
