I have the honor to extend the
International Olympics Committee a most pressing
and cordial invitation from the @ity of Montreal
to hold the Winter Olympics of 1944 within its
territory and in the immediate surroundings.

Montreal has a population of oWwer
one million souls; it is the Second French city
of the world; its geographical position makes it
readily accessible to travelers of the different
Canadian provinces as well as to those of the
wealthiest and most populous States of the American
Union,and facilities of all kinds are available at
a cheap price for competitors and spectators.

The favorite Winter sports of Montrealers
are skiing,hockey and skating. We have at present four
indoor skating and hockey rinks,one is building and a
sixth will be completed by 1940 ; and four of those
have artificial icé plants. Finally,there is to be
found here about a hundred open air hockey and skating
rinks,operated by the municipality or by clubs.
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In the very heart of Montreal,Mount Royal,
a high and vast hilly expanse,serves as an immense
wooded park where the population find all necessary
facilities for snowshoeing,skiing,tobogganing and
skating. Finally,close to the city and readily acces-
sible,one finds ski jumps,bob-sleigh runs and ski
trails for cross-country runs,slalom and downhill
races,all of Olympic Standard.

Should your Committee honor Canada and Montreal
with the Winter Sports for the 1944 Olympics,l am deeply
comvinced,dear Sir,that the organizers,the competitors
and the spectators will have all reasons for self-con-
gratulation on the selection. Rest assured also,dear Sir,
that the City of Montreal,forever jealous of the considerable
reputation it enjoys in the eyes of Winter tourists,will do
the utmost to provide the Canadian Olympic Committee with
its most hearty cooperation.
